VISA GRANT NOTIFICATION

Subclass 300 Prospective Marriage (Temporary)

I am writing about your application for a Prospective Marriage (temporary) visa which was lodged on 17 July 2007.  I am pleased to advise that visas have been granted to you and the following persons included in your application:

The visas require that each of you first enter Australia before 05 April  2008.
After initial entry to Australia has been made the visas allow you and your family members to leave and re-enter Australia as many times as you like until 19 September 2008.  Please note that the visas will cease on this date.

Your visa also has the following conditions: 
8515
you must not marry before entering Australia; and
8519
you must enter into the marriage in relation to which your visa was granted before 19 September 2008 when your visa ceases to be in effect; (NB:  the time you have in Australia to marry under this visa cannot be extended)

The visa granted to Benlot Gwen Christian has the following conditions:

8502
he must not enter Australia before you enter; and
8520
the person Benlot Melodina Real who satisfied the primary criteria must marry within the visa period.

and before 19 September 2008 you and all your family members granted a visa will need to apply in Australia for a Spouse visa.  This is a two stage process.  You will need to apply on the one application for a temporary Spouse visa and a permanent Spouse visa.  The permanent Spouse visa is usually decided two years after the date of application.  At both decision stages, the decision-maker must be satisfied that you and your spouse have a genuine and continuing marital relationship.  

The Sydney office of the Department of Immigration and Citizenship (DIAC) will be responsible for the processing of your application for a Spouse visa.  If you change your address in Australia after you arrive you must advise DIAC of your new address by writing to the processing office in Australia.  Further details on how to apply for a Spouse visa and the requirements you and your family members will need to satisfy are form 971i ‘Applying to remain permanently in Australia as a partner’.  
· Please retain this letter to present to the DIAC office in Australia when you lodge your application for a Spouse visa.

Visa Grant Numbers

The visa grant numbers are unique numbers assigned to the visas.  The visa grant numbers should be kept safely, as you may need them during the life of the visas.

Passport

The visas are linked to the passport numbers that were provided in the application.  If a person granted this visa obtains a new passport after receiving this letter and before the visa expires, they will need to contact the nearest Immigration office in Australia or overseas to advise the Department of the new passport details.  

Please note: If the Department is not provided with the details of any new passports issued to visa holders, they may experience significant delays at the airport and may be denied permission to travel.

Checking visa details

The Department has developed a new service called Entitlement Verification Online (EVO) which allows certain third parties to check visa information with the visa holder’s consent.  

Through EVO, visa holders can give their consent to registered third parties such as:

· employers and labour suppliers, to help check whether the visa allows the holder to work in Australia;

· government agencies, to help assess the visa holder’s eligibility for services;

· licensing authorities, to help establish the visa holder’s eligibility for a licence; and 

· educational institutions, to assess whether the visa holder can study in Australia.   

The disclosure of personal information by the Department is governed by the Privacy Act 1988.  Therefore, the Department will disclose information about the visas to a third party only with the visa holder’s consent.  You can consent to an inquiry about the visa entitlements by giving the third party your name, date of birth, passport number and passport country of issue.  If you do not wish a third party to find out about your visa entitlements, do not provide this information.

The information form 993i Safeguarding your personal information gives details of third parties to which you can consent to their personal information being disclosed and how you can consent. 

Visa Evidence

To obtain the visa label your passport must be brought to this office with this letter within 28 days. You should allow five working days for your passport to be endorsed.

If the visa holder or an authorised person is unable to attend this office in person, the visa holder may provide authorisation in writing to someone else to collect the passports on their behalf.

Please note that the visa has been granted on the basis of the information provided in support of this application.  If incorrect information or documents have been provided with the application and that information has not been corrected, it may lead to cancellation of the visas at a later stage. 

Living in Australia

This visa entitles you to work in Australia, however there is no guarantee of employment in Australia.  Your sponsor is responsible for assisting you and your family financially and with accommodation in Australia following the grant of this visa. 

Useful information on living in Australia,

Please see Form 994i, Settlement information for migrants to Australia.  The form includes useful topics such as: 

· Social security:  In most cases you and your family members are not eligible for social security income support payments until the grant of the permanent Spouse visa;

· Health and Medicare:  You and your family members are eligible to enrol with Medicare, the Government health scheme, once you have married your sponsor and applied for a temporary Spouse visa in Australia; and
· Language education:  You and your family members are only eligible to receive free English language tuition once you have been granted a temporary Spouse visa in Australia.
