Shops
	All goods must be paid for, prices are fixed not negotiated.

Restaurants
	Pay at the end of the meal, by credit card or cash

Etiquette
	It is generally considered acceptable in Australia to approach a person in the street to ask directions to the nearest train station, post office etc. It is not considered acceptable to ask someone their name, why they are there etc.

	Australian Dollar, approx exchange rates
